Dr. Art Kruckeberg Receives Prestigious Peter
Raven & Botanical Society of America Awards

On the first of August, | had the pleasure of accompanying Art to
Chico, California to attend the Botany 2006 Conference, a joint annual
meeting of the Botanical Society of America (BSA) and the American
Society of Plant Taxonomists (ASPT). During the afternoon, Art at-

work on both of these subjects.

Then, in the cool of the evening, under the spreading live oaks on the
campus of Chico State University, Art was honored as the recipient
of the 2006 Peter Raven Award. Granted to only one person each
year by the ASPT, the award is for “exceptional efforts at outreach to
non-scientists.” This represents a side of Art’s contributions to sci-
ence and society that many of his scientific colleagues from around
the country knew little about.

Originally created to honor internationally renowned conservationist,
Dr. Peter Raven, this prestigious award speaks to Art’s long and dis-
tinguished professional career in Botany and Plant Taxonomy. After
the banquet, he was the center of a throng of well-wishers, scientists
all, including his friend of many decades, Peter Raven, who is also
Director of Missouri Botanical Garden.

Art was back in Seattle the following evening when his scientific
contributions were again recognized with a second award; he was
one of 100 botanists given the Centennial Award by BSA on the oc-
casion of the 100" anniversary of the Society’s founding.

Congratulations Art!

Most members of the Kruckeberg Botanic Garden Foundation are
familiar with some of Art’s outreach to non-scientists. His book
Gardening with Native Plants of the Pacific Northwest (1982) may
have first brought your attention to the possibility of gardening with
natives and ultimately to the Kruckeberg Garden and MsK Nursery to
find plants for your garden. However, Art’s public outreach includes
a tremendous array of contributions in many areas of botany here
in the Pacific Northwest. | want to describe for you some of those
contributions for which Art was recognized with the Peter Raven
Award.

While he may be best known among KBGF members for his contribu-
tions to gardening, Art also has published a series of books provid-
ing public access to many of his professional interests. His central
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
